Field Borders (30' wide minimum, 5% of EQIP acres)

Conservation Cover (327) - 5% of EQIP acres.

Three zone Riparian Forest Buffer (55' wide min.,100% of need.)

Riparian Herbaceous Cover Buffer (30' wide min., 100% of need.)


Hay Planting (512) with warm season grasses. (5% of EQIP acres)
